NEW YORK CITY
DUTCH COLONIAL PERIOD
1609 - 1664

Dutch settlers began building New Amsterdam (New York City)
in 1625. The population grew from 200 colonists in 30 houses at the
end of 1626 to 1000 inhabitants living in 120 houses in 1656.

Possibly America's oldest surviving trans-Atlantic letter is one
from the Rev. Jonas Michaelius. It is datelined "Manhates in Nieuw
Nederlandt 8 Aug. 1628", and is directed to Hoorn, Netherlands.

In 1652 the West India Company informed Peter Stuyvesant that
in its Amsterdam main office a mailbox had been placed for the
convenience of those correspondents who had letters to be
dispatched for the New World. These letters would be sent out by
the first vessel sailing to this destination, and the company urged
"that the same may be done in New Netherland and that the letters
put into a bag for greater security be sent to us, to be delivered
upon arrival".

Read the contents of your covers. Historical contents may
be of greater value than the postal markings.

This is probably earliest known handstamp marking used in the
United States. The early (E) and late (L) dates given for this marking
are not based on the dates of the letters in the subject covers, but
on the dates of the Bristol Packet sailings which carried existing
covers. The letters are dated as much as three months prior to their
being placed aboard the packet boats. If this marking was applied
in London its date of application would be much later than the New
York sailing date.

The above marking had its origin in the War of the Spanish
Succession (1702-13), a conflict which so disrupted normal ship
passage between North America and Great Britain that the English
government, atthe urging of merchants and to serve its own needs,
established packet ship mail service to speed communications. The
plan, submitted by William Warren, was adopted in 1709. It called
for service between the English harbor town of Bristol and New York
City. For the first time postage rates were fixed for the overseas mail
traffic (1 shilling for single letters, 2 shillings for double letters and
4 shillings per ounce for packets of greater weight).

The service began in late September 1710. John Hamilton, the
postmaster for North America, placed an advertisement in "The
Boston News Letter" announcing the intended departure date of the
packet for Bristol and enjoined those interested to forward their mail
to New York to meet the deadline. Evidence that many of the
colonies took advantage of the service is the fact that two of the
letters with the above postmark are datelined Philadelphia, one with
the notation "post pd to Nyk". In 1711 Hamilton proclaimed in "The
Boston News Letter" that "a packet will be ready to sail the last of
every month for New York (Wind and Weather permitting)"

1712 was the last year for this service. Withthe ending of the war
in mid 1712 and the increased sailings of merchant ships there was
little need for a packet service as letters could now be sent by the
first ship available. Packet service between England and North
America was not revived until 1755 when the Falmouth packets
were established during the Seven Years War.

The above marking was apparently required on outgoing Bristol
Packet letters by the British Post Office to designate the point of
origin, just as they had required similar devices (such as the
BARBA/DOES marking) be used on contemporary West Indies
packet service run by Edmund Dummer. The Dummer markings
were made of metal and the deep impressions made by the
NEW/YORK marking indicates it also was made of metal.

The one question which remains unanswered is whether the
NEW/YORK marking was applied by packet agents at the point of
origin, or by employees of the British General Post Office in London
(where bundles of packet mail received at port cities were undone
and the letters sorted for distribution in England). The question
remains unanswered for although Eritish postal records show that
metal postal markings were, in 1705, sent to the deputy postmasters
of Jamaica, Barbadoes, Antigua, St. Christopher, Montserrat and
Nevis, no record can be found for the shipment of a New York
marking. If the New York marking was employed by a packet agent
in New York, it seems strange that it was not turned over to the New
York postmaster when the line was discontinued in 1713.
